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ASSEMBLY MANUAL

Tools vou’ll need:

1) Two 7/16”, two 9/16”, two 15/16”, and 4” sockets and or wrenches.

2) Wire cutters are great to cut the nylon zip ties with.

3) A rubber hammer or mallet is very helpful when fitting sections together.

4) Although your rig’s powder coat is tough, we recommend using a blanket or the flattened cardboard
from your shipping boxes to lay the SportsRig® frame sections down during assembly.

5) One person can assemble the SportsRig®, but you may find it easier with a friend’s help.
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
