I. FOLDING and STORING

a. Stand your rig upright and lock the tongue for stability: Detach your Rig from your
vehicle and set the coupler on the ground. Remove the locking hitch pin underneath the
handle on the folding tongue. Pull up on the handle, while, tipping your Rig back until the
bumper stands contact the ground - the tongue will fold under its own weight with the
coupler dragging on the ground. Once the bumper stands contact the ground, it will take a
good push on the handle to lift your Rig’s wheels off the ground and stand it upright. When
the tongue stops folding, you’ve pushed far enough - don‘t go further! The tongue becomes
the support leg of your Rig’s tripod configuration. Insert the locking hitch pin through the
“locking donuts” that are now lined up between the tongue and the frame to lock the tongue
nto its folded position.

b. Recess wheels: Unlock and remove the wire locks on the two hitch pins that lock each
wheel in position and recess them into the wheel wells.

¢. Roll it sideways: Requires the optional rolling bumper stands. Tilt your Rig back onto
the rolling bumper stands balancing the Rig over the wheels as you push it. IMPORTANT:
position yourself to catch your Rig from leaning too far as you push it sideways.

2. CHOOSING the RIGHT HITCH EQUIPMENT so your Rig’s safe and level

a. Need a hitch installed? Go to a qualified trailer hitch installer and show them item ¢
below. Your SportsRig® MicroTrailer® works with Class 1, 2, or 3 hitches but only requires a
“Class 1* hitch”. Class 1 hitches are the smallest available and carry 200 pound tongue weight
rating and 2000 pound trailer weight rating. By comparison, even if properly loaded with 250
pounds of your gear, your SportsRig® MicroTrailer® will only yield a tongue weight of 45
pounds (at 10% of gross weight) and a gross weight under 450 pounds. The Class 1 hitch is the
least obvious when not in use, featuring a 1 %4” square receiver tube which you can conceal with
a black rubber plug. Or plug in a light that works with your vehicle’s brake lights for added
safety. Class 3 hitches have the 2” square receiver tubes and are common on a SUV.

b. Using a hitch ball bolted to a bumper? Common on many pickups, this way of
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
